· Open Forum/Conference Proposal Planning – There was much discussion of planning the next Open Forum at the MOBIUS Conference. As the incoming chair, Bryan Carson will take on more of a hosting role this time around. There was discussion of the background of the forums and using them to show the positive effect of the committee on the membership (a sort of ROI). The forum will provide an update on committee activities and discuss options for better promoting discussion among members and sharing of MOBIUS offerings and resources. Breakout topics proposed for the forum included a discussion of handling cancelation decisions and the metrics different libraries use to guide these, discussing marketing strategy for e-resources among members, and open access and where members are in that area. There was also discussion that the topics should lead to some kind of action or deliverable such as a best practice, crowdsources resources, etc.
