1. Call to order and introductions.

a. Introductions by Steve Strohl & Brooks Travis.

2. Adoption of the agenda
a. Motion made to adopt the agenda as presented by Ellen Dickman; seconded by Amanda Sprochi.  No objections.

3. Old Business:

a. Inspire Discovery and the Inspire Platform…
i. Donna indicated that with the ProQuest/Ex-Libris acquisition of Innovative that the Inspire Discovery project as presented will not go forward, although some of the functionality and technologies therein will be used elsewhere.

ii. Amanda indicated that she was disappointed with this development; she felt Inspire showed some real promise.

b. Discussion of any ILS software trends and/or product offerings

i. Steve mentioned that this point was not dropped from the meeting since it was expected that we would have an update here centered around IUG, but since that is cancelled, we have not heard quite as much as we had expected regarding the product roadmap.

ii. Renee Brumett indicated that the “road map” webinar, scheduled by Innovative for tomorrow, April 8th, is noteworthy and she is pleased with their public library plans.

c. Upcoming 2020 Conferences – update(s).
i. Steve mentioned that the MOBIUS Conference for 2020 has recently announced it was going to be held online only.  Donna indicated that it was a hard call to make, but given the circumstances it was the only way to go and that she had been working on the details of the conference this week.
d. Discussion of any MOBIUS software training needs and/or issues

i. No specific training needs were discussed at this time.

1. Steve mentioned that the survey had been collected but not refined.  Brooks asked about the feasibility of sending out a survey at this time but Donna and Ellen Dickman mentioned at the Board Meeting last week it was decided to hold off on sending any surveys out of any kind until the pandemic is over.  Steve and Brooks will refine the survey questions and have it prepared for future use.
4. New Business

a. ExLibris/ProQuest/III Updates
1. Not much new information was discussed here; Steve mentioned the continuity of service and personnel; Donna mentioned updates have been forthcoming but not getting to attend IUG and more has hampered us in knowing the latest.  Renee mentioned that the roadmap webinar set for Wednesday, April 8th made her more reassured.
b. Supporting non-III INN-REACH partners in the future?
i. Noting that this is both a technical, software and services question, as well as policy issue for the organization. 
1. Brooks asked about whether or not there might be any plans for EBSCO or another non-Innovative vendor to integrate with INN-Reach.  Donna replied that was unknown and that the focus at the outset would most likely be on the Ex-Libris family of products; going forward, if that was possible, the Board would need to decide on the feasibility of adding in new members who were not affiliated in some way with the Innovative software platform.

2. Brooks expressed interest that down the line Missouri State might rejoin forces with MOBIUS if this requirement was lifted by the Board and the integration work was done.  

3. Brooks hoped support for non-Innovative integration would be forthcoming from multiple parties to make this happen in the future.
