1. Call to order and introductions. 

· Steve Strohl called the meeting to order at 10:06 am.  

· After a few welcoming and cursory remarks about the committee, e-mail lists, and the mission of the committee, Steve turned it over to Chair, Amanda Sprochi.

· Amanda introduced herself as the new Chair (previously, the Vice Chair last year), and after introductory remarks from everyone on the committee, she called for a consensus to adopt the agenda and begin the meeting.
2. Adoption of the agenda
· Everyone agreed to adopt the agenda (with a minor spelling correction).
3. Old Business (comments from the previous committee).

· In discussion
 the mission of the committee, Donna Bacon mentioned that at the previous Board Meeting, on Friday, August 14th, the Board decided that they would like the committee to be more involved in rounding up and sharing information about the ILS marketplace.  The current agreement with Innovative ends in June of 2024, so it is felt that we should have a plan in place on what MOBIUS is going to do regarding our ILS by the end of 2022.  
· Additional coordination of committees and instructions and information for the membership will be required of all of the MOBIUS committees, including at the next MOBIUS conference in June of 2021.  

· Ellen Dickman agreed as the Board Representative.

· We will look to the revising the language of the committee charge in the near future.

4. New Business:

a. ExLibris/ProQuest/III Updates
· Donna mentioned that she has been involved in speaking with the attorneys who are working toward finalizing the acquisition of Innovative by Ex-Libris (and working to satisfy the questions and requirements of the FTC), but right now, technically, Innovative is independent from Ex-Libris but both report to ProQuest.  
· In response to a comment Donna mentioned that Inspire has gone away but the technology they worked on will be seen with Vega, the project geared toward public libraries.
· Amanda indicated that she was interested in Inspire’s development path.  

· Kayla Reed commented that they’ve moved to EDS from Summon and they like it.
· Amanda commented on MU’s similar path and findings.

b. Discussion of any ILS software trends and/or product offerings

· Steve mentioned that the next release of Sierra is coming in late September (and MOBIUS will work on a schedule for upgrading all of the servers after sending out the official release notes which should be coming shortly).  
· Steve mentioned that the next Sierra release should have a lot of new fixes and functionality that MOBIUS is waiting on so we plan on adopting it sooner rather than later.
· Steve mentioned that the next release of Resource Sharing (e.g. INN-Reach) is scheduled to come out toward the end of October.  
c. INN-Reach (borrowing and lending) re-start

· Steve mentioned that borrowing and lending has restarted and that libraries will come back online as they are ready.
d. Peer-to-Peer (with Colorado) re-start pending

· Steve also mentioned that the only connection that isn’t back up and running right now is our Henry Industries route from Kansas City to Goodland, Kansas to re-connect our Peer-To-Peer connection with Colorado.  We are looking to bring this back online in the mid-September time frame once the Colorado folks are ready.

· Once we have a date here, we are planning on re-starting courier service between MOBIUS and Colorado about a week before the borrow and lending restarts because we would like those outstanding materials to get back “home” again.
