3. Adoption of the Agenda
	Agenda was adopted without objection, led by Laura Kromer.  

4. Existing Business 
a. FOLIO/OpenRS Circulation Issues and Updates
i. Update on Circulation Notice testing and what the patron sees
Conversation centered around what the patron will see when they receive circulation notices.  These can be configured by each library to reflect the language, tenor, and tone that they desire.  A brief mention was made that there isn’t a separate notice regarding PUA (Pick Up Anywhere) and that notices need to take that into account now that it has been turned back on.
ii. Hold Cancellations and Notices
Conversation centered around some flexibility about defining and stating to the patron why a hold has been cancelled.  More testing will be needed here and guidelines and suggestions will be pursued in future meetings.  Any hold cancelled through DCB will only say “DCB Cancelled” in the email notice to the patron. Right now, OpenRS will not allow a staff member to transfer a hold to another copy.  OpenRS will re-request to another item if the initial item is not available and the staff member hits “cancel” to move it along.  But that won’t work on individual volumes.This functionality conversation is ongoing with K-INT and EBSCO.
iii. Renewals
As of the end of March this has been turned back on (OpenRS loan rule reflects the old INN-Reach loan rule; 28 days and eligible for two renewals).  Scott Peterson was able to enable this for everyone but the standalones but the Polaris libraries for their borrows; a ticket has been opened with EBSCO about this.  This will impact all loans going out after the switch was made.  
iv. Pick Up Anywhere
This too has been turned on as of the end of March, nearly at the same time as Renewals (see directly above).  Libraries can opt in for this feature (or opt out).  A list of those participating can be found here.  Additional information can be found here.  

It was mentioned that the OpenRS catalog does not have “Article Reach” like functionality at this time.  Comments focused on OpenRS branching off from ReShare and that the focus was on returnables at the outset, but this is a known issue throughout the community.  

It was mentioned that it is confusing to have the names OpenRS, DCB, DCB Admin, and more.  As we move towards promoting the service more, we will need to refine this messaging to make it clear which part of the product we are talking about.
v. Timeline of MOBIUS Bills and the $25 fee
Fees and replacement costs are ideally negotiated by the member libraries.  Changes in policy that impact everyone (for example, changing the use of the Green Book Bands) are items that go through the recommendation process and final Board approval.  This committee can take any suggested changes to the Board.  Our governance documents can be found on the MOBIUS website.
vi. Survey of libraries re: patron barcodes on book bands
b. DCB Admin Issues and Updates
A shortened conversation was had about the back end functionality of OpenRS (namely, DCB Admin).  Brief remarks were made about ingesting Wichita State’s database and starting them out on borrowing with OpenRS.  Additional functionality is constantly being added to the DCB Admin module.
