1. Call to order and introductions 
a. Meeting called to order at approximately 2:00 p.m.
2. Adoption of the agenda
a. Agenda adopted as presented
3. Approval of minutes
a. Minutes from previous meeting on September approved as presented
4. Information Items
a. MOBIUS Report

i. Stephanie Ruhe followed up on discussion from prior meeting and some written feedback from Tom Leimkuhler at Missouri State Library regarding making the MOBIUS libraries map (linked from online catalogs) more helpful to users, particularly in identifying Pickup Anywhere locations. 

1. The current map is actually tied to the MOBIUS website via a Google Maps plugin for Drupal. Some additional color-coding for the pins marking library locations and a corresponding legend may be able to be added, but will require assistance from MOBIUS IT/website management team.

ii. Donna Bacon followed up on discussion from the prior meeting regarding gathering information about how other INN-Reach consortia are handling indexing in the central catalog. 

1. Donna will attend ALA Midwinter shortly after January’s committee meeting and gather information from discussions there regarding current practices as well as future development on the INN-Reach/Resource Sharing platform and how it might impact this discussion. 

iii. Donna provided an update regarding the progress of the Agency and Linked Data projects.
1. A patch for a bug discovered in the course of the Agency project to be applied before the end of January

2. MOBIUS will be having a conference call soon to discuss next phases of the project. Some staffing changes at III impacting the project.

3. The Linked Data project will resume upon completion of Agency, as it depends on Agency to function properly

iv. Donna reported that several MOBIUS libraries have been participating in the Strategic Partnership webinars for the next-generation Discovery tool from III

1. Webinars are slowing down; III is at the end of the first round of the development cycle, which focused on academic libraries. Next phase TBD – either focused on public libraries or consortia.
5. New Business 

a. Cluster policies for authority control / best practices
i. Situation/question brought to committee: Experiencing scenarios in which heading(s) reported as invalid appeared to be correct, but the heading in the catalog had already been changed; also some situations where she had corrected a heading only to find later that it had been changed back. The question for the committee is whether other clusters have policies intended to prevent this kind of situation, and whether a “best practices” document could/should be drafted to guide clusters.

1. Discussion followed:

a. There are no policies or best practices in place at the consortial level. No cluster-level policies or practices in place locally as far as committee members were aware of in respective clusters.

b. Donna suggested reaching out to Bridges cluster, as they have a very active cataloging committee and would be most likely to have something in place or suggestions.

i. Chair will reach out to clusters and the general UX listserv and gather input to share with the committee.
